If you find this hard, you can go over phase 3 and 4
activities also.

If your child is no longer reviewing previously learnt sounds, please spend 15 minutes reading
and then discuss the text. What happened? Why did the characters act the way they did?
What do you think will happen next?

Maths

(x 50 minutes per
day)

Practise your number bonds to 10 and 20 every day. Count in 2s, 3s, 5s and 10s forwards and
back.
